He will bike a 
distance of more than 105 miles through the 
mountains of coastal California in an effort to  
raise awareness and funds for the research 
of a cure for Type 1 diabetes. His goal is to 
raise $4,000 in donations, and he has 
achieved more than 60% of his fundraising 
goal. 

 

 
 
Type 1, or juvenile, diabetes, is a disease 
that affects millions of people, a large and 
growing percentage of them children. Type 1 
diabetes requires multiple injections of 
insulin daily or a continuous infusion of 
insulin through a pump. Insulin, however, is 
not a cure for diabetes, nor does it prevent 
its eventual and devastating complications, 
which may include kidney failure, blindness, 
heart disease, stroke, and amputation.
